WHEN TO NOTIFY YOUR SURGEON

Bright red blood in your vomit or stools

Excessive pain in chest or pain/swelling in legs

Difficulty breathing or increased shortness of breath

Inability to keep fluids down and no urination

Frequent vomiting or diarrhea lasting more than 24 hrs or
abdominal pain that persists for more than 4 hrs

No bowel movements, even after Colace or Milk or Magnesia
Uncontrollable pain or severe unusual pain around incisions
Increasing redness or milky, malodorous discharge from incisions
Fever over 101
